EYFS


	In EYFS, SMSC is embedded into all areas of learning and play. It focuses on nurturing children's personal and social skills, helping them develop into well-rounded individuals with a strong sense of self, empathy, and understanding of the world around them. This is achieved through various activities that promote self-awareness, emotional development, and positive relationships with others

	Spiritual
Spiritual development encourages pupils to be reflective about their own beliefs. It also involves learning about and respecting the beliefs of other people. Pupils have many opportunities to learn about the world around them throughout the curriculum. Spiritual Development also involves pupils using their imagination and creativity in their learning. This is evident in all areas of the classroom, where pupils have the opportunity in every area to be creative and use their imagination. We have also engaged in topics that look at different parts of the world, to understand that everybody is unique and everyone is should be treated equally.

	Moral
This is the ability to know the difference between right and wrong. Pupils are taught to recognise this and the consequences of their behaviour or actions.  Children know the school values of courage, kindness and respect and are praised and rewarded when this is shown. Children are encouraged to offer their own views in discussions but to also listen and appreciate the views of others. During whole class discussions, all children in EYFS understand the rules of the carpet in order to respect each other and take it in turns to speak. This is then modelled and encouraged during independent learning.

	Social
This involves the ability to work and socialise with others. Pupils are encouraged to work co-operatively and to find ways to resolve disputes effectively with guidance when it is required. This is especially taught through Jigsaw lessons but put into practice daily if ever a disagreement arises. Children are given the opportunity during whole class discussion to work with a partner, to support each other before sharing with the class. They also work in groups at regular opportunities to achieve a group objective.

	Cultural
Pupils have opportunities, throughout the curriculum, to learn about different cultures in the world as well as cultural influences from the past. We have enjoyed various celebrations such as Diwali, Eid, Black History Month and Lunar New Year throughout the year. Children enjoyed experiencing traditions from some of these festivities and learnt about why these events are important. We have learnt about equality and looked at the equal rights children from all across the world share.
