- Leave spaces between words 
- Begin to use capital letters and full stops
Year 1 writing expectations
-Join words using and
-Punctuate sentences using a capital letter and a full stop 
-Use capital letters for names of people
-Sequence sentences to form short narratives (link ideas or event by pronoun)
Opportunity to apply word skills: 
-Spell words containing phonemes already taught 
-Use plural noun suffixes –s and -es
Writing Outcomes and Features of the Teaching Unit:
We will write a diary entry based on Nibbles’ adventures in the story.
-Some simple description 
-1st person (based on own experiences) 
-Begin to link events using and 
-Events in order 
-Past tense
Phonics and Spelling and Reading
-We will be revising Level 4 Phonics and will use these for Reading and Spelling. We will continue to read and spell the Year 1 Common Exception Words
-Children will bring home a Twinkl Phonics book to practise their phonics and a colour band book for wider reading practice.
