· Understand the different types of democracy.
· Explain how Athenian democracy worked.
· Explain what philosophy is.
· Identify the achievements of the ancient Greek philosophers.
· Identify the ancient Greeks’ legacies and their impact.

	Architecture

Pupils who are secure will be able to:
· Sketch a house from first-hand or second-hand observation.
· Use basic shapes to place key features and form the composition, measuring to work out proportions.
· Notice small details to incorporate into the drawing by observing.
· Select a section of their drawing that creates an interesting composition, with a variety of patterns, lines and texture.
· Follow steps to create a print with clear lines, with some smudging.
· Purposefully evaluate their work, demonstrating what went well and what could be improved.
· Create a building design based on a theme or set purpose.
· Draw a plan view or front elevation of their building, annotating the key features.
· Discuss Hundertwasser’s work and recognise his style.
· Create a factual presentation about Hundertwasser in a visually pleasing way.
· Show understanding of what a monument is for by designing a monument that symbolises a person or event.
· Describe their monument and explain their choices.
· Give constructive feedback to others about their monument designs.

	RE
	How do Christians live? What would Jesus do?
In this unit pupils will learn about the four gospels, noting some of the similarities and differences between them. They will learn about the context of the gospels and the Christian tradition that Matthew, Mark and Luke wrote using eyewitness accounts to the life and teachings of Jesus whereas John used some
different sources and includes long reflections on Jesus’ teaching. They will learn about the differences between Jesus’ direct teaching and his teaching
through parables and other stories that he told. Pupils will talk about the meanings of different biblical texts and what they mean for Christians today. They will focus on what Christians believe the ‘good news’ of Jesus is, giving examples of the example of Jesus’ behaviour that Christians try to follow. Pupils will also spend time discussing how Christian communities today act and how this is based on Jesus’ teachings.

	Data Handling: Mars Rover

Pupils who are secure will be able to:
· Identify some types of data the Mars Rover could collect (for example, photos).
· Explain how the Mars Rover transmits the data back to Earth and the challenges involved.
· Read any number in binary, up to eight bits.
· Identify input, processing and output on the Mars Rovers.
· Use a column method to add two 8-bit binary numbers.
· Relate binary signals (Boolean) to a simple character-based language, ASCII.


	PE
	Cricket & Rounders

Overall Learning Outcomes (Endpoints)
Children can:
· Understand the correct stance when batting 
· Hit the ball on both sides of their body and direct away from fielders 
· Understand the ‘long barrier’ technique when fielding a low driven ball 
· Field with increased accuracy and know where they need to throw the ball back to at the wicket 
· Play a defensive shot when the ball is bowled fast 
· Know when they can go for the big shots when the ball is delivered slower 
· Understand the scoring system, and how players can be played ‘out’
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
