Writing Outcomes and Features of the Teaching Unit 
The children will write their own version of the story with new characters. They will:
· Use story language
· Include and describe characters
· Include and describe the setting 
· Write a sequence of events
· Include a beginning, middle and end
· Use past tense
Phonics and Spelling 
· We will revise all our Level 2-5 Phonics to prepare for and complete our Phonic Screening Check (week beginning 8th June)
· We will then continue to learn the remaining Level 5 graphemes/phonemes and will use these for Reading and Spelling. 
· We will continue to read and spell the Year 1 Common Exception Words.
Reading
We will do Whole Class guided reading sessions linked to our Phonics, Topic work and Poetry. We will develop comprehension skills through retrieval of answers in the text, discussion of information in the text and prediction of what might happen. We will develop prosody through reading poems/songs with the correct tone and expression. 
After the Phonic Screening Check, we will continue developing our reading and comprehension skills through Guided Reading sessions using our Twinkl Rhino Readers and children will bring this book home at the end of the week.
-Children will continue to bring home a colour band book for wider reading practice, which can be changed daily.
