As part of our History curriculum, Year 5 are going on a residential visit to York. This is a brilliant opportunity for the children to learn more about the Viking period. The total cost of this trip is £164.70. A non-refundable deposit of £25 is due for payment before 18th December and the balance payable before the trip.  Payment can be made through your child’s Scopay account.

This Venue specifically caters for school groups. We have planned a wide and exciting range of activities over the three days, including:

· A tour of York Minster.
· A visit to York Castle Museum to take a trip back in time.
· Jorvik Centre and workshops – Viking Battle Tactics.
· Being archaeologists at the DIG centre
· A visit to the National Railway Museum

On Wednesday 25th March, the children will need to arrive at school by 8:00am ready to depart at 8.30am. The coach and driver will be with us for the duration of the visit and will transport us to and from the Racecourse Centre.

The children will need to take a packed lunch and drinks (no glass bottles please) on Wednesday 25th only. This should be carried in a rucksack type bag which allows them to remain 'hands-free’. Please can you also provide your child with a mid-morning and a mid-afternoon snack for the first day. Packed lunches will be provided by the Racecourse Centre on Thursday and Friday. The children will receive a cooked breakfast each morning (including cereal and toast options), a packed lunch and a cooked dinner with dessert each evening. If your child has any specific food requirements that we are not already aware of, please speak to Miss Watson.

The children do not need to come to school in their uniform but will need to wear suitable clothing for the visit. We anticipate mixed weather and will be spending plenty of time outdoors, so please provide your child with a warm, waterproof coat and comfortable footwear as we will be walking around York.

Children are not encouraged to phone home during the visit as this can be unsettling. Therefore, we ask that no phones or other devices are brought on the trip. However, all staff will be carrying mobile phones and will be contactable should a problem or an emergency arise. 

On Friday 27th March, we will leave York at 2:00pm and arrive back at school at approximately 4:00pm.
