Homework

Reading is expected as often as possible throughout the week within school. Your child may still be working through the school’s scheme of books but is also welcome to try another from the library. We encourage children to read for pleasure and hope that we can find each child the right books and authors. However, reading is not just allowing your child to read alone all of the time. Question them about texts, discuss favourite parts, read with them, to them or just listen to them. Don’t just let them read a whole book each night if they cannot answer questions/write a review about it. Reading should not be a chore if the right book is found. On our school’s website ‘Year Six’ page there is links to recent books and ideas for questions to discuss but if you need any more guidance, please ask. 

Throughout the year, your child will receive a set of weekly spellings, linked to the Key Stage 2 curriculum spelling patterns.  Usually, these will be given out each Friday and tested the following Friday (but of course, at times this may change – we’ll let you know!). We know these are harder for some, but just encourage them to learn as many as possible. Any extra homework tasks will be set Purple Mash – our home learning platform – so please ask if you are unsure of your child’s login. Our webpage will always have links and ideas for extra research or educational games that the children can complete. Keep them going with Reading Eggs and TT Rock Stars as well to consolidate their multiplication tables knowledge. 
Reading Records

Unlike previous years, by Year Six we expect the children to take responsibility for their reading journey. They will be reading every day in school: during guided sessions, English, topic, personal reading time and when they listen to class stories. However, their records will not be signed daily. 

English

Between Monday 11th May and Thursday 14th May 2026, your child will complete 6 standardised assessment tests (SATs): 1 in grammar and punctuation, 1 in spelling, 1 in reading and 3 in maths. As part of the National Curriculum, they will have weekly grammar and spelling lessons. There are links on our website to help with grammar definitions and past papers are freely available online. Throughout the year we will be reading A LOT of different books and using various film clips to help us become wonderful writers. Some will make us smile and laugh and some might even give us a bit of a fright! Handwriting, using Standard English and spelling is very important for your child to be assessed as ‘meeting the expected standard’ so any help with presentation outside of school would be greatly appreciated. These expected standards are on our class page. Please avoid holidays during this week. 
Maths

It is really important that your child has a good understanding of the number system, place value and the multiplication tables. By Year Six, they should be calculating freely with all four operations and will begin using this knowledge with fractions, decimals and percentages. One of their end of Key Stage assessments is all about arithmetic so keep practising their tables and basic skills outside of school. Then, the other two, more difficult, reasoning papers can be our main focus in class. 

Foundation Subjects 
Throughout these lessons, we cover various subjects: history, geography, art and design, and design technology. Computing, Spanish, PE and RE are taught discretely.  ‘Topics’ covered in Year Six include ‘The Amazing Americas’, ‘Marvellous Mountains’ (with a focus on Everest and then the Canadian Rockies), World War II, Fair Trade, Graffiti Art, Influential Artists and the Ancient Maya.

Science

Topics covered in science include Electricity, The Circulatory System, Healthy Living, Light, Habitats and Evolution.

Other information
· PE lessons will take place on Wednesdays (please have labelled white T-shirt, black shorts and pumps and jog pants and trainers for outside games) 
· Toast is available each term – payment needs making on Parent Pay
· The first parent’s meetings will be in the first term, but of course see us before then if needed

· The difficult expectations that your child is expected to meet are available on the Wharton web page – it is not easy!

· We are available before school and after school from, other than Wednesdays, so please, if you have questions or concerns, come and speak with us and we will try our very best to help.
